Sanding Tips:

Slow your lathe down, way down,
when sanding. Depending on the
diameter of turning being sanded, 600
rpm should be a maximum for small
diameter work and adjust downward
as the diameter of the piece increases.
If your fingers are getting too hot,
you're sanding at too high of an rpm!
Sandpaper is a cutting tool. It breaks
down with the advent of heat build-up.
Once this happens, the sandpaper is
no longer doing its job and can cause
surface checks in the wood. Avoid the
heat!

Sanding works by putting scratches in
the wood. Successive grits put finer
scratches and lessens the previous
scratches. For this reason, don't skip
grits. Start with a reasonable grit that
will work out any imperfections left
from turning and go through each
successive grit to the desired end
results. The first grit should be used
until  imperfections are removed.
Starting at a higher grit may give you a
sense of bragging rights but if the
surface really isn't to that level, you'll
just be working much longer at that grit
before advancing. It's easier to allow a
lower grit to do the work quicker.
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Turning a Sphere:

There are many ways to turn a sphere.
One method that works great for me |
found on a DVD in the FRW library
where Stuart Batty was demonstrating
to a group of us FRWs.

Here’s the process.

Rough out a somewhat spherical
shape between centers, a little
larger than the finished diameter.
See Figure 1.

Turn a ‘jam’ chuck smaller than
the finished diameter of the
sphere and mount the turning in
the chuck. Alignment of turning is
important. Align the turning such
that the center points of the head
stock and tail stock are in the
same plane, perpendicular to the
lathe. To do this, just hold a pencil
on the tool rest at the location of
the headstock center point on the
turning. Turn the piece until the
tailstock center point is at the
pencil level. Adjust until the pencil
can be held and the sphere tail
stock and head stock center
points are in alignment. See
Figure 2. Use masking tape to
secure the sphere to the jam
chuck. This will not be an actual
jam fit.

With a 1/8” parting tool, score the
sphere through the circle that
connects the head/tail stock
center points. Score it to the
desired finished spherical
diameter. See Figure 3. Take a
pencil and mark all the bottom of
the score.

With the sphere scored to depth,
remount as shown in Figure 4
aligning either the head or tail
stock centers with the tail stock
center cone. Retape with masking
tape. The scoring is a perfect
circle that produces a perfect
sphere when rotated. Cut away
everything on the outer
hemisphere down to just flush with
the bottom of the score. The
pencil mark will still be showing.
Sand. Flip the sphere 180° and
repeat for the other hemisphere.

You may like to have tailstock support
for most of the hemisphere removal
and just move it out of the way for
getting to the last bit and for sanding.

Note: Stuart Batty actually makes the
jam chuck such that the sphere is held
in place by the tight fit and masking
tape. He then has to modify the jam
chuck along the way. I find it easier to
make the jam chuck to the size where
it will work throughout the process
using tape alone to hold the piece.
Works fine for me.

He showed us how to use a hand
plane to create a dowel of uniform
diameter.

Josh made a sphere turning tool
out of a short length of stainless
steel pipe, sharpened evenly, and
mounted with a handle. Regular
black pipe is too soft to hold an
edge. He rough turns the sphere
and then uses the handmade tool
to fine tune the shape by rotating it
around. A true sphere will have a
circle cross-section regardless of
where the section is taken. Hence,
this is how the tool, rotated all
around the rough sphere, works.
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The air-conditioned library also has a
couch and TV for viewing DVD'’s. Nice!

He
clamps the sanded rings on using a
vise, allowing glue to cure 15 to 20
minutes before putting it on the lathe to
prepare previously glued rings for the
next ring.

Jerry is applying blue dye. He puts it
on heavy and lets it dry w/o wiping any
excess off.

Dye is dry and vase remounted to
lathe.

Vessel is sanded w/ 220 grit until the
desired coloring is achieved. Sanding

reduces the overall blue-ness, taking
more off the summer wood while
accenting the spring wood.
